Don’t you know that a little yeast leavens the whole batch of 
dough? (5:6)

you come together, it is not the Lord’s Supper you eat, for when you are eating, some 
of you go ahead with your own private suppers. As a result, one person remains 
hungry and another gets drunk. (11:20-21)

Do not be misled: “Bad company corrupts good character.” (15:33) 

When Timothy comes, see to it that he has nothing to fear while he is with you, for 
he is carrying on the work of the Lord, just as I am. No one, then, should treat him 
with contempt. (16:10-11a)
