2.  �What does it mean to “honor your father and mother” and how is that different than the 
call to simply “obey”?

3.  �How might a parent “provoke a child to anger”? How does bringing up our children in the 
discipline (training) and instruction “of the Lord” keep us from provoking them to anger? 

From Deuteronomy 6:4-7
4.  �How fully are we commanded to love God? Why do you think that command comes 

BEFORE the command to teach our children?

6.  �Deuteronomy 6:7 and Ephesians 6:4, when combined, define the high calling of 
parenting. In your own words, how would you summarize the two verses?

7.  �As you read over Ephesians 6:1-4 and Deuteronomy 6:4-7, how is your view in your role 
as God’s child impacted, and what about God as our Father draws you closer to Him?
