5.  �According to 2 Corinthians 9:8, for what purpose is God “able to make all grace abound to you”?

6.  �From 2 Corinthians 9:10-11, God promises to bless the giver. What is the stated reason for God blessing the giver?

7.  �What do you learn about the heart of God for His people and our involvement in His work from this passage? How does this 
inspire your worship through giving?
