2.  �Why is it important to note that the word “rested” is best understood as “ceased from 
doing work” rather than “he was exhausted and needed to recover”?

3.  �From verses 4-6, how did God provide before any rain came? What does this tell you 
about God’s wisdom and power in seeing needs and filling the needs?
