 We might be tempted to say Jesus did it on His own, but right  

before His temptation in the wilderness He was baptized by John the  

Baptist and received the Holy Spirit (Matthew 3:13-18). As soon as the 

wilderness temptation was over, He was ministered to by angels (Matthew 

4:11) and called His first disciples (4:18-22). Jesus sought support from 

others during a time of great temptation. 

 Could Jesus not do it alone? That is a hypothetical question that is 

not profitable to discuss; He chose not to. 

 In our baptism, we give up control, both physically and spiritually, 

and let someone immerse us in water while God does the work  

(Colossians 2:12). This is a divine precedent for the rest of our Christian 

walk: We will need God and other people. 

 It is not weak to need other people. It is by God’s design. You 

need us, and we need you.
