Worship lies at the heart of the Christian life. It is in worship that we express our theology and define our
identity. It is through encountering God within worship that we are formed and transformed as the people of
God. One of the glories of the Episcopal Church is its liturgical worship. Liturgy refers to the patterns, forms,
words, and actions through which public worship is conducted.

The people’s responses are in bold.

This type of note, offering directions about the service, is called a “rubric,” which comes from the Latin word
rubrica (red)—referring to a time when these instructional notes were always written in red.

When the service is accompanied by music, it often begins with an instrumental piece of music, during which
the congregation can prepare for worship.

We acknowledge that our worship is taking place in the aboriginal territories of the
Salish and Kalispel people.

OPENING ACCLAMATION
The people standing, the Celebrant says

Blessed be God: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit.
People And blessed be his kingdom, now and for ever. Amen.

THE COLLECT FOR PURITY

This prayer was an English rendering of a Latin prayer that began the liturgy in the
medieval church before the Reformation. It remains a distinctive part of Episcopal
worship to this day.

The Celebrant may say

Almighty God, to you all hearts are open, all desires known, and from you no
secrets are hid: Cleanse the thoughts of our hearts by the inspiration of your Holy
Spirit, that we may perfectly love you, and worthily magnify your holy Name;
through Christ our Lord. Amen.

SONG OF PRAISE ¢« CANTICLE 20: GLORY TO GOD
The Gloria, or some other song of praise, centers the service on the God we gather
to praise in our worship.

The following is said, all standing

Glory to God in the highest,
and peace to his people on earth,
Lord God, heavenly King,
almighty God and Father,
we worship you, we give you thanks,
we praise you for your glory.
Lord Jesus Christ, only Son of the Father,
Lord God, Lamb of God,
you take away the sin of the world:

THE COLLECT FOR THE DAY

The collect is the prayer appointed for each Sunday that “collects” or captures the theme of the day or season
of the Church year. It summarizes the attributes of God as revealed in the scriptures for the day.

Celebrant The Lord be with you.
People And also with you.
Celebrant Let us pray.

O God, the protector of all who trust in you, without whom nothing is strong,
nothing is holy: Increase and multiply upon us your mercy; that, with you as our
ruler and guide, we may so pass through things temporal, that we lose not the things
eternal; through Jesus Christ our Lord, who lives and reigns with you and the Holy
Spirit, one God, for ever and ever. Amen.

THE LESSONS
The People are seated for the lessons.

THE FIRST READING: 2 Samuel 11:1-15

This reading is typically from the Old Testament (Hebrew Scriptures) which Jesus knew and from which he
often referred or quoted.

A Reading from the Second Book of Samuel.

'In the spring of the year, the time when kings go out to battle, David sent Joab with
his officers and all Israel with him; they ravaged the Ammonites, and besieged
Rabbah. But David remained at Jerusalem.

’It happened, late one afternoon, when David rose from his couch and was
walking about on the roof of the king’s house, that he saw from the roof a woman
bathing; the woman was very beautiful. °David sent someone to inquire about the
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woman. It was reported, “This is Bathsheba daughter of Eliam, the wife of Uriah
the Hittite.” “So David sent messengers to get her, and she came to him, and he lay
with her. (Now she was purifying herself after her period.) Then she returned to her
house. °The woman conceived; and she sent and told David, “I am pregnant.”

®So David sent word to Joab, “Send me Uriah the Hittite.” And Joab sent Uriah
to David. "When Uriah came to him, David asked how Joab and the people fared,
and how the war was going. “Then David said to Uriah, “Go down to your house,
and wash your feet.” Uriah went out of the king’s house, and there followed him a
present from the king. °But Uriah slept at the entrance of the king’s house with all
the servants of his lord, and did not go down to his house. *°When they told David,
“Uriah did not go down to his house,” David said to Uriah, “You have just come
from a journey. Why did you not go down to your house?” **Uriah said to David,
“The ark and Israel and Judah remain in booths; and my lord Joab and the servants
of my lord are camping in the open field; shall | then go to my house, to eat and to
drink, and to lie with my wife? As you live, and as your soul lives, | will not do
such a thing.” **Then David said to Uriah, “Remain here today also, and tomorrow I
will send you back.” So Uriah remained in Jerusalem that day. On the next day,
““David invited him to eat and drink in his presence and made him drunk; and in the
evening he went out to lie on his couch with the servants of his lord, but he did not
go down to his house.

““In the morning David wrote a letter to Joab, and sent it by the hand of Uriah.
““In the letter he wrote, “Set Uriah in the forefront of the hardest fighting, and then
draw back from him, so that he may be struck down and die.”

Reader The Word of the Lord.
People Thanks be to God.

The People remain seated.



THE PSALM

The psalms are prayers that Jesus used and cover every mood of humanity’s relationship with God and one
another.

Reader  Our response to the first reading is Psalm 14 found in the service leaflet.
Please pray it with me.

PSALM: Psalm 14

'The fool has said in his heart, “There is no God.” *
All are corrupt and commit abominable acts;
there is none who does any good.

“The LorD looks down from heaven upon us all, *
to see if there is any who is wise,
if there is one who seeks after God.

*Every one has proved faithless;

all alike have turned bad; *
there is none who does good; no, not one.

“Have they no knowledge, all those evildoers *
who eat up my people like bread
and do not call upon the LORD?

°See how they tremble with fear, *
because God is in the company of the righteous.

'Oh, that Israel’s deliverance would come out of Zion! *
when the LORD restores the fortunes of his people,
Jacob will rejoice and Israel be glad.



THE SECOND READING: Ephesians 3:14-21

This reading, taken from the New Testament, is typically from a letter (epistle) to the early Church, the Acts of
the Apostles, or the Revelation to John.

The people sit.
A Reading from Paul's letter to the Church in Ephesus.

““For this reason | bow my knees before the Father, **from whom every family in
heaven and on earth takes its name. ‘°I pray that, according to the riches of his
glory, he may grant that you may be strengthened in your inner being with power
through his Spirit, *’and that Christ may dwell in your hearts through faith, as you
are being rooted and grounded in love. *°I pray that you may have the power to
comprehend, with all the saints, what is the breadth and length and height and
depth, *?and to know the love of Christ that surpasses knowledge, so that you may
be filled with all the fullness of God.

““Now to him who by the power at work within us is able to accomplish
abundantly far more than all we can ask or imagine, *‘to him be glory in the church
and in Christ Jesus to all generations, forever and ever. Amen.

Reader The Word of the Lord.
People Thanks be to God.

The People stand to sing the hymn.

The sequence hymn moves us toward the summit of the Liturgy of the Word—the reading of the Holy Gospel.
Gospel means “good news "—specifically the “good news of Jesus.”

THE HOLY GOSPEL: John 6:1-21

This reading is taken from one of the four Gospels (Matthew, Mark, Luke, and John), which depict the life,
teachings, death, resurrection and ascension of our Lord Jesus Christ. We stand for the Gospel reading to show
the particular importance placed on Jesus’ words and actions.

The Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to John.
People Glory to you, Lord Christ.



Jesus went to the other side of the Sea of Galileg, also called the Sea of Tiberias.
’A large crowd kept following him, because they saw the signs that he was doing
for the sick. *Jesus went up the mountain and sat down there with his disciples.
“Now the Passover, the festival of the Jews, was near. "When he looked up and saw
a large crowd coming toward him, Jesus said to Philip, “Where are we to buy bread
for these people to eat?” °He said this to test him, for he himself knew what he was
going to do. "Philip answered him, “Six months’ wages would not buy enough
bread for each of them to get a little.” ®One of his disciples, Andrew, Simon Peter’s
brother, said to him, ““There is a boy here who has five barley loaves and two fish.
But what are they among so many people?” *°Jesus said, “Make the people sit
down.” Now there was a great deal of grass in the place; so they sat down, about
five thousand in all. *'Then Jesus took the loaves, and when he had given thanks, he
distributed them to those who were seated; so also the fish, as much as they wanted.
2When they were satisfied, he told his disciples, “Gather up the fragments left over,
so that nothing may be lost.” **So they gathered them up, and from the fragments of
the five barley loaves, left by those who had eaten, they filled twelve baskets.
“When the people saw the sign that he had done, they began to say, “This is indeed
the prophet who is to come into the world.”

“When Jesus realized that they were about to come and take him by force to
make him king, he withdrew again to the mountain by himself.

“*When evening came, his disciples went down to the sea, *’got into a boat, and
started across the sea to Capernaum. It was now dark, and Jesus had not yet come to
them. **The sea became rough because a strong wind was blowing. *“When they
had rowed about three or four miles, they saw Jesus walking on the sea and coming
near the boat, and they were terrified. °But he said to them, “It is I; do not be
afraid.” “*Then they wanted to take him into the boat, and immediately the boat
reached the land toward which they were going.

The Gospel of the Lord.
People Praise to you, Lord Christ.

The People are seated at the invitation of the preacher.

THE SERMON The Rev. Terri Ann Grotzinger

The sermon directly follows the Gospel because it is to be grounded in the scriptures. It illuminates the
scriptural readings and relates them to daily life.
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The People stand.

THE NICENE CREED

The word “creed” comes from the Latin “credo” for “I believe.” First formulated at the Council of Nicaea in
325 AD and confirmed in 381 AD, the Nicene Creed is said at the Holy Eucharist and reflects what Christians
believe regarding the relationship between the Father, Jesus, and the Holy Spirit: the Holy Trinity.

We believe in one God,
the Father, the Almighty,
maker of heaven and earth,
of all that is, seen and unseen.
We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ,
the only Son of God,
eternally begotten of the Father,
God from God, Light from Light,
true God from true God,
begotten, not made,
of one Being with the Father.
Through him all things were made.
For us and for our salvation
he came down from heaven:
by the power of the Holy Spirit
he became incarnate from the Virgin Mary,
and was made man.
For our sake he was crucified under Pontius Pilate;
he suffered death and was buried.
On the third day he rose again
in accordance with the Scriptures;
he ascended into heaven
and is seated at the right hand of the Father.
He will come again in glory to judge the living and the dead,
and his kingdom will have no end.
We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life,
who proceeds from the Father and the Son.
With the Father and the Son he is worshiped and glorified.
He has spoken through the Prophets.
We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church.
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We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins.
We look for the resurrection of the dead,
and the life of the world to come. Amen.

THE PRAYERS OF THE PEOPLE

We pray for ourselves and particularly on behalf of others. In our prayers we pray for the Universal Church,
the nation and all who govern, the welfare of the world, the concerns of our community of faith, including those
who are in need or suffer, and for the departed. We are reminded in prayer that we are part of a larger
fellowship, the Church—the Body of Christ.

The People stand or sit as they are able.

Intercessor The Prayers of the People are guided by Form 5 found in
the service leaflet. Please pray them with me.

For the holy Church of God, that it may be filled with truth and love, and be found
without fault at the day of your coming, we pray to you, O Lord.

For Sean Rowe, our Presiding Bishop-Elect and for Michael Curry, our Presiding
Bishop, for Marty Stebbins our own Bishop, for all bishops and other ministers, and
for all the holy people of God, we pray to you, O Lord.

For those in positions of public trust especially Joseph, our President, Greg, our
governor, Andrea, our mayor, and our city council and county commissioners, that
they may serve justice, and promote the dignity and freedom of every person, we
pray to you, O Lord.

Lord, have mercy.
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For the poor, the persecuted, the sick, and all who suffer; for refugees, prisoners,
and all who are in danger; that they may be relieved and protected, we pray to you,
O Lord.

Lord, have mercy.

For this congregation for those who are present, and for those who are absent, that
we may be delivered from hardness of heart, and show forth your glory in all that
we do, we pray to you, O Lord.

Lord, have mercy.

For all who have commended themselves to our prayers; for our families, friends,
and neighbors; that being freed from anxiety, they may live in joy, peace, and
health, we pray to you, O Lord.

THE GREAT THANKSGIVING

In the Great Thanksgiving, we do what Jesus himself asked us to do: thank God and recall all that God has
done for us in the life, death, and resurrection of Christ. The Great Thanksgiving, or Eucharistic Prayer, is a
long prayer with four parts. Each of these four parts corresponds to a different action of Jesus at the Last
Supper, where he took, blessed, broke, and gave bread and wine as sacraments of his body and blood. We begin
the Great Thanksgiving with the Sursum corda, meaning “Lift up your hearts.”

SURSUM CORDA
Celebrant The Lord be with you.

People And also with you.

Celebrant Lift up your hearts.

People We lift them to the Lord.

Celebrant Let us give thanks to the Lord our God.
People It is right to give him thanks and praise.

Facing the Holy Table, the Celebrant proceeds

God of all power, Ruler of the Universe, you are worthy of glory and praise.
Glory to you for ever and ever.

At your command all things came to be: the vast expanse of interstellar space,

galaxies, suns, the planets in their courses, and this fragile earth, our island home.
By your will they were created and have their being.
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From the primal elements you brought forth the human race, and blessed us with
memory, reason, and skill. You made us the rulers of creation. But we turned
against you, and betrayed your trust; and we turned against one another.

Have mercy, Lord, for we are sinners in your sight.

Again and again, you called us to return. Through prophets and sages you revealed
your righteous Law. And in the fullness of time you sent your only Son, born of a
woman, to fulfill your Law, to open for us the way of freedom and peace.

By his blood, he reconciled us.

By his wounds, we are healed.

And therefore we praise you, joining with the heavenly chorus, with prophets,
apostles, and martyrs, and with all those in every generation who have looked to
you in hope, to proclaim with them your glory, in their unending hymn:

SANCTUS
The Sanctus (Holy, Holy, Holy) is the hymn of praise that never ceases before God and is based
on lsaiah 6:3.

Celebrant and People

Holy, holy, holy Lord, God of power and might,

heaven and earth are full of your glory.
Hosanna in the highest.

Blessed is he who comes in the name of the Lord.
Hosanna in the highest.

The People stand or kneel.

We recall God’s acts of salvation history. The presider says the “Words of Institution” that Jesus said at the
Last Supper. At the Memorial Acclamation we remember Christ’s death, resurrection, and promise to return at
the end of the age. During the prayer, the Holy Spirit is invoked to bless and sanctify the gifts of bread and
wine.

The Celebrant continues

And so, Father, we who have been redeemed by him, and made a new people by
water and the Spirit, now bring before you these gifts. Sanctify them by your Holy
Spirit to be the Body and Blood of Jesus Christ our Lord.

On the night he was betrayed he took bread, said the blessing, broke the bread, and
gave it to his friends, and said, “Take, eat: This is my Body, which is given for you.
Do this for the remembrance of me.”
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After supper, he took the cup of wine, gave thanks, and said, “Drink this, all of you:
This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for many for the
forgiveness of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me.”

Remembering now his work of redemption, and offering to you this sacrifice of
thanksgiving,

Celebrant and People

We celebrate his death and resurrection,
as we await the day of his coming.

The Celebrant continues

Lord God of our Forebearers; God of Abraham and Sarah, Isaac and Rebekah, and
Jacob and Rachel; Open our eyes to see your hand at work in the world about us.
Deliver us from the presumption of coming to this Table for solace only, and not for
strength; for pardon only, and not for renewal. Let the grace of this Holy
Communion make us one body, one spirit in Christ, that we may worthily serve the
world in his name.

Risen Lord, be known to us in the breaking of the Bread.

The Great Amen is when the congregation with a unified great voice concurs with all that the presider has
prayed. It is the only “Amen” in all capitals found in the Book of Common Prayer, signifying the greatness of
the congregation’s response.

Accept these prayers and praises, Father, through Jesus Christ our great High Priest,
to whom, with you and the Holy Spirit, your Church gives honor, glory, and
worship, from generation to generation. AMEN.

THE LORD’S PRAYER
We pray together the prayer that Jesus taught his disciples to pray.

And now, as our Savior Christ has taught us, we are bold to say,
People and Celebrant

Our Father, who art in heaven,

hallowed be thy Name,

thy kingdom come,

thy will be done, on earth as it is in heaven.
Give us this day our daily bread.
And forgive us our trespasses,

as we forgive those who trespass against us.

The Gifts of God for the People of God. Take them in remembrance that Christ died
for you, and feed on him in your hearts by faith, with thanksgiving.

DISTRIBUTION OF COMMUNION
The ministers receive the Sacrament in both kinds, and then immediately deliver it
to the people.

All who seek God and a deeper life in Christ are welcome to receive Holy
Communion. Please receive the bread in open and outstretched hands and respond
to receiving Communion by saying “Amen.” Gluten-free wafers are available;
please make your need known to the minister. Receiving the bread only is full
participation in the Eucharist. Wine is also available, and you may drink from the
common cup or dip your wafer in the intinction cup. If you prefer to receive a
blessing instead, please indicate your choice by crossing your hands across your
chest. Those who wish to have Holy Communion brought to them at their seat
should notify an usher.
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PRAYER FOR SENDING FORTH EUCHARISTIC VISITORS
When this prayer is needed, the Celebrant and People say

In the name of Holy Spirit Episcopal Church we send you forth bearing these
holy gifts, that those to whom you go may share with us in the Communion of
Christ's body and blood. We, who are many, are one body, because we all
share one bread, one cup. Amen.

POST-COMMUNION PRAYER
After Communion, the Celebrant says

Let us pray.
Celebrant and People

Eternal God, heavenly Father,

you have graciously accepted us as living members
of your Son our Savior Jesus Christ,

and you have fed us with spiritual food

in the Sacrament of his Body and Blood.
