Describe ways in the passage that she 

sheep relate to and become familiar with the shepherd.  

7. What stands out to you about what Jesus says about 

himself?  

How does Jesus model for us how to relate to the sheep 

within and outside of the sheep pen?

9. Share one way that has helped you listen and respond 

to the Holy Spirit. 

10.  Who are people that aren’t following Jesus that you 

can pray for? 

11. What are areas of your life you’d like to grow in 

trusting the Spirit’s guidance?   

 

Life Prayers: Pray for each other to have attentive ears to 

listen and respond to the Holy Spirit. Pray that God would 

help you to love people like Jesus the good shepherd.
