6. Why do you think Peter reacted the way he did?

7. Jesus said that his followers called him “Teacher” and
“Lord”. What did these two titles mean to the disciples?

8. What are some other ways Jesus sets an example of
servanthood that his followers are called to emulate?

READ Philippians 2:1-11

9. What is an example of doing something out of selfish
ambition? What is an example of doing something out of
vain conceit?

10. What does it mean to consider others better than
yourself?

11. What are some ways that Jesus “humbled himself"?

12. We don't wash each other’s feet in our culture today.
What are ways we can serve one another that live out the
example Jesus gave us?

12. How have you experienced the “washing” of Jesus in your
life? What are some ways he has helped you live differently?
13. What are the blessings we experience when we serve
others? (John 13:17)

14. Describe a time someone thought of you first.

15. What are some ways to practice “thinking of others
before thinking of yourself”?
