And they took as their
wives any they chose. *Then the LORD said, “My Spirit shall not abide in man forever, for
he is flesh: his days shall be 120 years.” “The Nephilim were on the earth in those days,
and also afterward, when the sons of God came in to the daughters of man and they bore



*These are the generations of Noah. Noah was a righteous man, blameless in his
generation. Noah walked with God. *°And Noah had three sons, Shem, Ham, and Japheth.

Now the earth was corrupt in God’s sight, and the earth was filled with violence.
12And God saw the earth, and behold, it was corrupt, for all flesh had corrupted their way
on the earth. **And God said to Noah, “I have determined to make an end of all flesh, for
the earth is filled with violence through them. Behold, | will destroy them with the earth.
1Make yourself an ark of gopher wood. Make rooms in the ark, and cover it inside and out
with pitch. This is how you are to make it: the length of the ark 300 cubits, its breadth 50
cubits, and its height 30 cubits. **Make a roof for the ark, and finish it to a cubit above, and
set the door of the ark in its side. Make it with lower, second, and third decks. ’For behold,
I will bring a flood of waters upon the earth to destroy all flesh in which is the breath of
life under heaven. Everything that is on the earth shall die. ®But | will establish my
covenant with you, and you shall come into the ark, you, your sons, your wife, and your
sons’ wives with you. **And of every living thing of all flesh, you shall bring two of every
sort into the ark to keep them alive with you.

Second Reading 1 Peter 3:13-22
¥ Now who is there to harm you if you are zealous for what is good? *But even if you
should suffer for righteousness’ sake, you will be blessed. Have no fear of them, nor be
troubled, **but in your hearts regard Christ the Lord as holy, always being prepared to make
a defense to anyone who asks you for a reason for the hope that is in you; ®yet do it with
gentleness and respect, having a good conscience, so that, when you are slandered, those
who revile your good behavior in Christ may be put to shame. ’For it is better to suffer for
doing good, if that should be God’s will, than for doing evil.
8For Christ also suffered once for sins, the righteous for the unrighteous, that he might
bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh but made alive in the spirit, 2°in which he
went and proclaimed to the spirits in prison, ?because they formerly did not obey, when
God’s patience waited in the days of Noah, while the ark was being prepared, in which a
few, that is, eight persons, were brought safely through water. ?Baptism, which
corresponds to this, now saves you, not as a removal of dirt from the body but as an appeal
to God for a good conscience, through the resurrection of Jesus Christ, 22who has gone into
heaven and is at the right hand of God, with angels, authorities, and powers having been
subjected to him.

2And they will say to you, ‘Look,
there!” or ‘Look, here!” Do not go out or follow them. #*For as the lightning flashes and
lights up the sky from one side to the other, so will the Son of Man be in his day. °But first
he must suffer many things and be rejected by this generation. 28Just as it was in the days
of Noah, so will it be in the days of the Son of Man. ' They were eating and drinking and
marrying and being given in marriage, until the day when Noah entered the ark, and the
flood came and destroyed them all. 2Likewise, just as it was in the days of Lot—they were
eating and drinking, buying and selling, planting and building, ?°but on the day when Lot
went out from Sodom, fire and sulfur rained from heaven and destroyed them all— *°so
will it be on the day when the Son of Man is revealed. 3'On that day, let the one who is on
the housetop, with his goods in the house, not come down to take them away, and likewise
let the one who is in the field not turn back. *Remember Lot’s wife. 3*Whoever seeks to
preserve his life will lose it, but whoever loses his life will keep it. *1 tell you, in that night
there will be two in one bed. One will be taken and the other left. **There will be two
women grinding together. One will be taken and the other left.” ¥ And they said to him,
“Where, Lord?” He said to them, “Where the corpse is, there the vultures will gather.”

*Passion Reading John 18:15-27
15Simon Peter followed Jesus, and so did another disciple. Since that disciple was
known to the high priest, he entered with Jesus into the court of the high priest, *but Peter
stood outside at the door. So the other disciple, who was known to the high priest, went out
and spoke to the servant girl who kept watch at the door, and brought Peter in. 'The servant
girl at the door said to Peter, ““You also are not one of this man’s disciples, are you?” He
said, “I am not.” ®Now the servants and officers had made a charcoal fire, because it was
cold, and they were standing and warming themselves. Peter also was with them, standing
and warming himself.

The high priest then questioned Jesus about his disciples and his teaching. 2°Jesus
answered him, “I have spoken openly to the world. I have always taught in synagogues and
in the temple, where all Jews come together. | have said nothing in secret. 2*Why do you
ask me? Ask those who have heard me what I said to them; they know what I said.” 2When
he had said these things, one of the officers standing by struck Jesus with his hand, saying,
“Is that how you answer the high priest?” Jesus answered him, “If what I said is wrong,
bear witness about the wrong; but if what I said is right, why do you strike me?” 2*Annas
then sent him bound to Caiaphas the high priest.

ZNow Simon Peter was standing and warming himself. So they said to him, “You
also are not one of his disciples, are you?”” He denied it and said, “I am not.” 2One of the
servants of the high priest, a relative of the man whose ear Peter had cut off, asked, “Did I
not see you in the garden with him?” ?’Peter again denied it, and at once a rooster crowed.
