GENERAL INFORMATION

MUSIC INSTRUCTION WILL TAKE PLACE ON THE BETHANY
CAMPUS, MONDAY THROUGH THURSDAY, FROM APPROXI-
MATELY 3:15 UNTIL 6:30 P.M. LESSONS ARE 30
MINUTES IN LENGTH. STUDENTS WHO WISH TO TAKE LES-
SONS WHICH ARE LONGER THAN 30 MINUTES WILL BE AS-
SESSED ADDITIONAL TUITION FEES. THERE ARE 12
SCHEDULED LESSONS PER SEMESTER, AND ONE RECITAL
AT THE END OF EACH SEMESTER.

THE ACADEMY ENCOURAGES PARENTS TO TAKE AN
ACTIVE INTEREST IN THEIR CHILD’S MUSICAL INSTRUC-
TION; SIT IN ON A LESSON, COMMUNICATE WITH YOUR

HELP SET UP A DAILY SCHEDULE THAT ALLOWS THE CHILD

DAY. THESE 30 MINUTES CAN BE DIVIDED INTO TWO OR
THREE SMALLER SEGMENTS; CONSISTENCY IS THE KEY TO
MASTERING NEW SKILLS.
