Those of us who have been part 
of Project 24 for so long are 
excited to see how these 
graduates will serve not only in 
their communities but also within 
the Lutheran Church in their 
areas. The potential is great. We 
applaud their hard work and pray 
for God’s continued blessings as 
they step into this new chapter.

A Tribute to My Mom
My mom was a truly beautiful 
person who faithfully lived out her 
vocations as a nurse, wife, mother, 
and friend. She was a servant of the 
Lord and a wonderful example of 
what it means to live a life rooted in 
faith.

This past December, she passed 
away after a long battle with 
pulmonary fibrosis. I am so thankful 
that I was able to fly home a few 
weeks before she died and spend 
those precious final days with her — 
and with my dad, who had been 
lovingly caring for her at home. That 
time together was a true gift.

One of the most meaningful 
moments in the midst of loss was her 
memorial service. It truly felt like a 
family reunion. Former church 
members — people who had become 
our “local family” over the years — 
gathered to celebrate her life. 
Speaking with them reminded me of 
how our childhood shapes who we 
become. Living far from my 
biological extended family, our 
church family became my 

“grandparents,” “aunts,” and 
“uncles.” Though time and distance 
had carried many of them elsewhere, 
they had remained faithfully 
connected to my parents. The love 
and support they showed — both to 
me and to my parents — has been a 
steady source of strength throughout 
the years.

One of the qualities I most admired 
in my mother was her steadfast 
support for my mission work. She 
never once doubted my calling, even 
when it meant living far from home. 
She willingly embraced her role as 
the mother of a missionary, 
continuing to encourage me and pray 
for God's work around the world. 

I am profoundly thankful for her life, 
her faith, and the legacy she leaves 
behind. She will always remain a 
part of me and continue to influence 
who I am today.
