Charles’ Music Notes: The choral anthem incorporates an energetic, strong, rhythmic accompaniment in an ABA format with the center section featuring the hymn, The Solid Rock.  The combined choirs from Clairemont Lutheran Church join brass and organ for a dynamic choral presentation. The prelude,  Chorale Prelude on ‘Dundee’ is an English setting of the tune we will sing for the psalm; the communion voluntary, Chorale Prelude on ‘Christe, redemptor omnium (Jesus, the very thought is sweet)’, is an evocative setting of a 6th century text and tune celebrating the coming of Christ.  The postlude, Toccata, by Eugene Gigout, is a ‘big’ organ work to round out the festive nature of todays celebration of the Reformation.
          In churches with excellent organs, a strong music program, and a singing congregation, it is common for the organist to reharmonize the last verse of a hymn to provide variety and interest. A ‘signal’ that this will happen is a short musical flourish or bridge before the last verse. The congregational response is to sing in unison; the parts in the hymnal won’t ‘fit’ the new harmonization. Interestingly, this is currently a listed requirement in some of the advertisements for organist positions in the San Diego area.
