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I. Bravery

1 Samuel 24:8 NLT
David came out and shouted after him, “My lord the king!” …

· David’s Bravery was rooted in the Love of God.

· Bravery is not the Absence of Fear, but the

Presence of Faith.

Proverbs 28:1 (NLT)
1 The wicked run away when no one is chasing them, but the godly are as bold as lions.

Psalm 138:3 (NLT)
3 As soon as I pray, you answer me; you encourage me by giving me strength.

Psalm 119:95–98 (NLT)
95 Though the wicked hide along the way to kill me, I will quietly keep my mind on your laws. 96 Even perfection has its limits, but your commands have no limit. 97 Oh, how I love your instructions! I think about them all day long. 98 Your commands make me wiser than my enemies, for they are my constant guide.

II. Humility

1 Samuel 24:8-10 NLT
And when Saul looked around, David bowed low before him. 9 Then he shouted to Saul, “Why do you listen to the people who say I am trying to harm you? 10 This very day you can see with your own eyes it isn’t true. For the Lord placed you at my mercy back there in the cave. Some of my men told me to kill you, but I spared you. For I said, ‘I will never harm the king—he is the Lord’s anointed one.’

6So humble yourselves under the mighty power of God, and at the right time he will lift you up in honor.

Luke 14:11 (NLT)
11those who exalt themselves will be humbled, and those who humble themselves will be exalted.”


III. Trust in God (Judgement & Justice)

1 Samuel 24:11 NLT
Look, my father, at what I have in my hand. It is a piece of the hem of your robe! I cut it off, but I didn’t kill you. This proves that I am not trying to harm you and that I have not sinned against you, even though you have been hunting for me to kill me.

Proverbs 20:22 (NLT)

9Don’t repay evil for evil. Don’t retaliate with insults when people insult you. Instead, pay them back with a blessing. That is what God has called you to do, and he will grant you his blessing.

Romans 12:17–19 (NLT)
17Never pay back evil with more evil. Do things in such a way that everyone can see you are honorable. 18Do all that you can to live in peace with everyone. 19Dear friends, never take revenge. Leave that to the righteous anger of God. For the Scriptures say, “I will take revenge; I will pay them back,” says the Lord.
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
