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Scripture Reading:
Exodus 18:20–22 (NLT)
20 Teach them God’s decrees and give them his instructions. Show them how to conduct their lives. 21 But select from all the people some capable, honest men who fear God and hate bribes. Appoint them as leaders over groups of one thousand, one hundred, fifty, and ten. 22 They should always be available to solve the people’s common disputes but have them bring the major cases to you. Let the leaders decide the smaller matters themselves. They will help you carry the load, making the task easier for you.

I. Capable
Leaders should be Spiritually and Morally qualified.
Unwise leaders think they are too Wise to be Counselled.
Titus 2:7 (NLT)
7 And you yourself must be an example to them by doing good works of every kind. Let everything you do reflect the integrity and seriousness of your teaching.

Proverbs 11:14 (NLT)
14 Without wise leadership, a nation falls; 
there is safety in having many advisers.

Ecclesiastes 8:1 (NLT)
1 How wonderful to be wise, to analyze and interpret things. Wisdom lights up a person’s face, 
softening its harshness.

II. Honest
Truthfulness always promotes Justice.
Honesty Guides your life like a Shephard. 
Proverbs 12:22 (NLT)
22 The Lord detests lying lips, 
but he delights in those who tell the truth.

Proverbs 16:13 (NLT)
13 The king is pleased with words from righteous lips; 
he loves those who speak honestly.

Proverbs 11:3 (NLT)
3 Honesty guides good people; 
dishonesty destroys treacherous people.

III. God Fearing
The Fear of God Strengthens men against Temptation and Injustice.
Godly leaders lead by Example and give people a reason to Follow. 

1 Corinthians 4:2 (NLT)
2 Now, a person who is put in charge as a manager must be faithful.

Psalm 112:1–2 (NLT)
1 Praise the Lord! How joyful are those who fear the Lord and delight in obeying his commands. 2 Their children will be successful everywhere; an entire generation of godly people will be blessed.

Hebrews 13:7 (NLT)
7 Remember your leaders who taught you the word of God. Think of all the good that has come from their lives, and follow the example of their faith.

IV. Hate Bribes
The love of Money can corrupt an otherwise Honest person.
A Righteous person will not allow Money to Pervert justice.
Exodus 23:8 (NLT)
8 “Take no bribes, for a bribe makes you ignore something that you clearly see. A bribe makes even a righteous person twist the truth.


Proverbs 17:23 (NLT)
23 The wicked take secret bribes to pervert the course of justice.

Psalm 15:5 (NLT)
5 Those who lend money without charging interest, 
and who cannot be bribed to lie about the innocent. 
Such people will stand firm forever.
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
