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I. Precious

Matthew 5:13 (NLT)
“You are the salt of the earth.


· Salt is a Valuable and Essential element.

· Salt adds Flavor and it creates Thrist.


1 John 3:1 (NLT)
See how very much our Father loves us, for he calls us his children, and that is what we are! But the people who belong to this world don’t recognize that we are God’s children because they don’t know him.

1 Peter 1:18–19 (NLT)
18 For you know that God paid a ransom to save you from the empty life you inherited from your ancestors. And it was not paid with mere gold or silver, which lose their value. 19 It was the precious blood of Christ, the sinless, spotless Lamb of God.

Colossians 4:6 (NIV)
6 Let your conversation be always full of grace, seasoned with salt, so that you may know how to answer everyone.


II. Preservation


Matthew 5:13 (NLT)
But what good is salt if it has lost its flavor? Can you make it salty again? It will be thrown out and trampled underfoot as worthless.


· Salt can make the difference between Life and Death.

· Salt can lose its Effectiveness due to Impurity.




2 Kings 2:20–21 (NLT)
20 Elisha said, “Bring me a new bowl with salt in it.” So they brought it to him. 21 Then he went out to the spring that supplied the town with water and threw the salt into it. And he said, “This is what the Lord says: I have purified this water. It will no longer cause death or infertility.”

Mark 9:49–50 (NLT)
49 “For everyone will be tested with fire. 50 Salt is good for seasoning. But if it loses its flavor, how do you make it salty again? You must have the qualities of salt among yourselves and live in peace with each other.”


III. Projection

Matthew 5:14–16 (NLT)
