Matthew 6:1 (NLT)
“Watch out! Don’t do your good deeds publicly, to be admired by others, for you will lose the reward from your Father in heaven.


· Evaluation requires Testing; Motivation
matters.

· Instead of Parading our Piety, we need to

Practice our Purity.

Matthew 5:16 (NLT)
16 In the same way, let your good deeds shine out for all to see, so that everyone will praise your heavenly Father.

Luke 14:11 (NLT)
11 For those who exalt themselves will be humbled, and those who humble themselves will be exalted.”

James 4:10 (NLT)
Humble yourselves before the Lord, and he will lift you up in honor.

John 12:43 (NLT)
For they loved human praise more than the praise of God.


II. Promotion

Matthew 6:2 (NLT)
2 When you give to someone in need, don’t do as the hypocrites do—blowing trumpets in the synagogues and streets to call attention to their acts of charity! I tell you the truth, they have received all the reward they will ever get.


· It is always Justice, never Charity.










· Giving is about Glorification of God, not the

Adulation of men.

John 5:44 (NLT)
No wonder you can’t believe! For you gladly honor each other, but you don’t care about the honor that comes from the one who alone is God.

Luke 18:11–12 (NLT)
11 The Pharisee stood by himself and prayed this prayer: ‘I thank you, God, that I am not like other people—cheaters, sinners, adulterers. I’m certainly not like that tax collector! 12 I fast twice a week, and I give you a tenth of my income.’

James 3:16 (NLT)
16 For wherever there is jealousy and selfish ambition, there you will find disorder and evil of every kind.

III. Private

Matthew 6:3–4 (NLT)
3 But when you give to someone in need, don’t let your left hand know what your right hand is doing. 4 Give your gifts in private, and your Father, who sees everything, will reward you.

· We are called to give Lovingly, not Legally.

· You can Give without Loving, but you cannot

Love without Giving.

Jeremiah 17:10 (NLT)
But I, the Lord, search all hearts and examine secret motives. I give all people their due rewards, according to what their actions deserve.”

Hebrews 4:13 (NLT)
13 Nothing in all creation is hidden from God. Everything is naked and exposed before his eyes, and he is the one to whom we are accountable.

Colossians 3:23–24 (NLT)
23 Work willingly at whatever you do, as though you were working for the Lord rather than for people. 24 Remember that the Lord will give you an inheritance as your reward, and that the Master you are serving is Christ.
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
