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I. Consider

Matthew 5:33–35 (NLT)
33 “You have also heard that our ancestors were told, ‘You must not break your vows; you must carry out the vows you make to the Lord.’ 34 But I say, do not make any vows! Do not say, ‘By heaven!’ because heaven is God’s throne. 35 And do not say, ‘By the earth!’ because the earth is his footstool. And do not say, ‘By Jerusalem!’ for Jerusalem is the city of the great King.

· We need to avoid Profanity as well as Perjury.
· Christians should not look for Loopholes to allow Lying.

Exodus 20:7 (NLT)
7 “You must not misuse the name of the Lord your God. The Lord will not let you go unpunished if you misuse his name.

Leviticus 19:12 (NLT)
“Do not bring shame on the name of your God by using it to swear falsely.
I am the Lord.

Isaiah 66:1 (NLT)
This is what the Lord says: “Heaven is my throne, and the earth is my
footstool. Could you build me a temple as good as that? Could you build me such a resting place?

Matthew 23:16 (NLT)
“Blind guides! What sorrow awaits you! For you say that it means nothing to swear ‘by God’s Temple,’ but that it is binding to swear ‘by the gold in the Temple.’

II. Conduct

Matthew 5:36 (NLT)
36 Do not even say, ‘By my head!’ for you can’t turn one hair white or black.

· We cannot be Overconfident in Commitments we
cannot Control.

· Our Promises must be Kept, even at a great Cost.












James 3:2 (NLT)
2 Indeed, we all make many mistakes. For if we could control our tongues, we would be perfect and could also control ourselves in every other way.


Numbers 30:2 (NLT)
2 A man who makes a vow to the Lord or makes a pledge under oath must never break it. He must do exactly what he said he would do.


Ecclesiastes 5:2 (NLT)
2 Don’t make rash promises, and don’t be hasty in bringing matters before God. After all, God is in heaven, and you are here on earth. So let your words be few.

Proverbs 6:16–19 (NLT)
16 There are six things the Lord hates— no, seven things he detests: 17 haughty eyes, a lying tongue, hands that kill the innocent, 18 a heart that plots evil, feet that race to do wrong, 19 a false witness who pours out lies, a person who sows discord in a family.

III. Character

Matthew 5:37 (NLT)
37 Just say a simple, ‘Yes, I will,’ or ‘No, I won’t.’ Anything beyond this is from the evil one.

· Our need to swear Oaths is based in our Propensity to lie.
· Our Character and Integrity should Vouch for us.

James 5:12 (NLT)
But most of all, my brothers and sisters, never take an oath, by heaven or earth or anything else. Just say a simple yes or no, so that you will not sin and be condemned.

James 1:8 (NLT)
Their loyalty is divided between God and the world, and they are unstable in everything they do.

Proverbs 22:1 (NLT)
1 Choose a good reputation over great riches; being held in high esteem is better than silver or gold.
