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Philippians 2:1-8 (NKJV) ! Therefore if there is any consolation in Christ, if any comfort
of love, if any fellowship of the Spirit, if any affection and mercy, 2 fulfill my joy by being
like-minded, having the same love, being of one accord, of one mind. 3 Let nothing be
done through selfish ambition or conceit, but in lowliness of mind let each esteem others
better than himself. 4 Let each of you look out not only for his own interests, but also for
the interests of others. ° Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ Jesus, ® who,
being in the form of God, did not consider it robbery to be equal with God, 7 but made
Himself of no reputation, taking the form of a bondservant, and coming in the likeness of
men. 8 And being found in appearance as a man, He humbled Himself and became obedient

to the point of death, even the death of the cross.

Philippians 2:5-8 (TLB) ° Your attitude should be the kind that was shown us by Jesus
Christ, ® who, though he was God, did not demand and cling to his rights as God, 7 but laid
aside his mighty power and glory, taking the disguise of a slave and becoming like men.
8 And he humbled himself even further, going so far as actually to die a criminal’s death

on a Cross.
Colossians 2:9 (CSB) For the entire fullness of God’s nature dwells bodily in Christ,
Colossians 2:9 (NLT) For in Christ lives all the fullness of God in a human body.
Philippians 2:5 (NKJV) Let this mind be in you which was also in Christ Jesus,

Joshua 24:14 (NK3JV) "Now therefore, fear the LORD, serve Him in sincerity and in truth,
and put away the gods which your fathers served on the other side of the River and in
Egypt. Serve the LORD!

Serving God in sincerity is indeed worship in action.

It was about the sixth
hour. 7 A woman of Samaria came to draw water. Jesus said to her, "Give Me a drink." 8
For His disciples had gone away into the city to buy food. ° Then the woman of Samaria
said to Him, "How is it that You, being a Jew, ask a drink from me, a Samaritan woman?"
For Jews have no dealings with Samaritans. 10 Jesus answered and said to her, "If you
knew the gift of God, and who it is who says to you, 'Give Me a drink,"' you would have
asked Him, and He would have given you living water." 11 The woman said to Him, "Sir,
You have nothing to draw with, and the well is deep.

For
they do not wash their hands when they eat bread." 3 He answered and said to them,
"Why do you also transgress the commandment of God because of your tradition? 4 For
God commanded, saying, 'Honor your father and your mother'; and, 'He who curses father
or mother, let him be put to death.' > But you say, 'Whoever says to his father or mother,
"Whatever profit you might have received from me is a gift to God"-- ® then he need not
honor his father or mother.' Thus you have made the commandment of God of no effect
by your tradition. ” Hypocrites! Well did Isaiah prophesy about you, saying: 8 'These people
