CAMP FOCUS
“LION AND THE LAMB”

At camp, we are going into God’s presence to meet with Him. We can do that at all times in any place, but we have specifically set aside camp as a time for us to come into God’s presence for 4 days without distractions, without phones, and without having to worry about the distractions of the world around us. We do not go to camp because we are seeking Him to get something out of God. We want to meet with God to experience His Word and the living truth of the Bible while growing in fellowship with God and each other…we just want to be with Him and want to know him in a real substantial way.

***Lakeview Camp is very strict with their dress code so it is vitally important that for girls shorts must be the appropriate length. If not, students will be asked to change. Guys and Girls cannot wear tank tops that are cut all the way down showing their chest or sports bra. If students wear this they will be asked to change. Swimsuit cover-ups must be worn to and from the pool (this can be a T-Shirt).

NURSES/MEDICATION:
· Medications must be in the original container.
· Medications will be dropped off to the nurse at Check-in.
· Students will have to go to the Nurses Lodge in order to take their Medications. 

STUDENT EXPECTATIONS
Our goal is to show grace and love during camp because we know that God draws us into relationship with Him through His love. At the same time, we are going to ask students to follow various expectations throughout the week. We know that some students will struggle respecting leaders and obeying what we ask. Most of the time we are able to talk through things and get on the same page but it is a possibility that students will need to be sent home for repeatedly disrespecting leadership. If that is the case, their parent will be responsible for driving to Pineywoods camp to pick them up.
· Sneaking out of cabins at night. If a student disobeys their group leader and our camp expectations by sneaking out of their cabin, they will be dismissed from camp and parents will need to come pick them up. THIS IS NOT AT THE CONVENIENCE OF THE PARENT. THE STUDENT WILL BE EXPECTED TO BE PICKED UP ASAP.
· This is per Lakeview’s rules and regulations. They take this far more seriously than Pineywoods’. 
· No matter the hour either our Camp Director, Camp Pastor, or Camp Parents will call, and you will be required to come and get your student. Whether the first or last day this policy remains in effect. 

· Cell phones. If students bring a cell phone to camp, we will take it up and hold it until we get home from camp. We want students to be able to totally focus on God while we are at camp.
· At each Bus there will be a bus captain with a phone/electronics bucket asking each student before they get on the bus to put phones/electronics into the bucket if they have them. 
· WE ARE NOT RESPONSIBLE FOR ANY LOST OR STOLEN ELECTRONICS IF THEY ARE BROUGHT TO CAMP OR IF THEY ARE TAKEN UP AT CAMP. 
· This policy will also include smartwatches of any kind…No matter if they “work or don’t work” without being connected to a device. 
· BUY A REAL WATCH

SWIM TEST
Lakeview requires all students to take a swim test if they want to participate in any water activities. Upon completion students will receive a wristband, they are required to wear at all times. If they lose the wristband they will have to retake the swim test. If the wristband falls off show your leader and they can take the student to get a new band. 
FAQ
Will Middle School & High School be together?
Just like the past few years, our Middle School Camp and High School Camp will both be at Lakeview Camp at the same time. However, just like in years past, our Middle Schoolers and High Schoolers will have separate schedules.

What is adult supervision like at BELTWAY STUDENTS Camp?
We take a lot of adults to make Beltway Students Camp successful and safe. Our current life group leaders & adult volunteers (who have been trained and have background checks) will be leaders for your students throughout the week. There will be an RN available for each camp in case of emergency. We also bring adult leaders from our church who will help oversee the safety and spiritual needs of your student.

My child has a food allergy. What are my options?
If your student has a known food allergy, please let us know as soon as possible, and have your student bring their own food. Lakeview Camp will store any allergy-sensitive foods your student may bring. If this applies to you Email angiehervey@beltway.org

If my student is bringing medications, what do I do with them?
All medications need to be turned into the nurse at Check-in. Medication MUST be in the original bottle. There will be a form so you can write down what they are and when your student needs to take them. Students will be able to get medications from the nurse as needed, including at breakfast and before bed. To get Medication from the Nurses students must go to the nurse’s cabin. Do not bring any over-the-counter medications those will be provided as needed. Nurses will have everything you may need in terms of over-the-counter medication. 

Are visitors allowed at Beltway Students Camp?
In order to ensure the safety and security of our campers, Lakeview Camp has implemented a strict “No Visitor” policy during all Summer camps.

What does the swim test look like?
The students take the swim test without a life jacket.  They need to be able to swim across the short end of the pool. The idea is if they do the wet willy, they need to be able to make it to the side of the pool unassisted.
