MUSIC NOTES On this Last Sunday after Pentecost, much of the music is concerned with themes of
triumph and kingship. In the sequence hymn, “The head that once was crowned with thorns” (483)
Thomas Kelly draws our attention to how Jesus’ refusal to claim any kind of earthly power is
diametrically opposed to his heavenly Kingship. In the opening hymn, too, the text by John
Bakewell and Martin Madan speak of the King of kings who was “once despised.” The final hymn,
a modern text by Michael Saward, is full of rapturous praises for “Christ triumphant.” This hymn
was well-received here on Ascension Day, and it is sung this morning by popular demand.

The "effusive and ebullient” motet “Exsultate Deo” likewise relishes in triumph. It calls us, in one
translation, to “triumph in God,” and to do so in with a myriad of musical instruments. The music,
by Giovanni Pierluigi da Paletsrina (c. 1525-1594) nearly bubbles over with praise. The initial rising
scale figure is nearly identical to that used in a setting by French composer Francis Poulenc, writing
some 400 years later.
