We encourage you to meditate
and pray through the following daily verses and prayer requests.

SUNDAY

Our church family has set aside the month of November to fast and
pray for renewed personal passion for local evangelism and global
missions. Today, please take time to meditate upon Revelation 7:9-
12. Making this passage a reality is Christ's agenda in this world.
We the church are his plan to make it happen.

* Revelation 7:9-12: After this | looked, and behold, a great multitude
that no one could number, from every nation, from all tribes and
peoples and languages, standing before the throne and before the
Lamb, clothed in white robes, with palm branches in their hands,

10 and crying out with a loud voice, “Salvation belongs to our God
who sits on the throne, and to the Lamb!” 11 And all the angels were
standing around the throne and around the elders and the four living
creatures, and they fell on their faces before the throne and wor-
shiped God, 12 saying, “Amen! Blessing and glory and wisdom and
thanksgiving and honor and power and might be to our God forever
and ever! Amen.”

MONDAY
Ask the Lord to transform your heart and fill you with passion for
the salvation of the lost both along the 80-20 corridor coming out
of east Dallas as well as those living at the ends of the earth.
* Matthew 4:19: And he said to them, “Follow me, and | will make you
fishers of men.”

TUESDAY

Pray for the Lord’s blessing on our ministries to students and their
families who attend area schools: Forney ISD: hygiene kits for all
students on the government food program; provision for needs for
student parents and their child. Mesquite ISD: academic tutoring
and more for students attending Woolley MS, Horn HS, and Van-
guard HS.

WEDNESDAY

Pray for our military church plant for reaching Joint Base Pearl Har-
bor: Valor Church and Pastor Craig and Maggie and their children.
There are 101,000 US military personnel stationed in the area.

THURSDAY
Pray for Matt and Evelyn and their children serving in Asia-Pacific
Rim.
* Pray for language acquisition, the Bible studies and evangelism
trainings they provide to local believers, and the church plant-
ers they train.

FRIDAY

Ask the Lord if he wants you to participate in our annual Greatest
Gift To Jesus missions offering on Sunday, Dec. 8, and if so, how
much he wants you to give over and above your regular tithe to
the budget.

e 2 Corinthians 9:5-7: So | thought it necessary to urge the broth-
ers to go on ahead to you and arrange in advance for the gift
you have promised, so that it may be ready as a willing gift, not
as an exaction. 6 The point is this: whoever sows sparingly will
also reap sparingly, and whoever sows bountifully will also reap
bountifully. 7 Each one must give as he has decided in his heart,
not reluctantly or under compulsion, for God loves a cheerful
giver.

SATURDAY

than 2% of the population is saved. 7,253 of the world's 17,291
People Groups are classified as “unreached”. (Source: Joshua
Project) Pray for the gospel to spread among the remaining UPGs
of the world.

* Revelation 5:9-10: And they sang a new song, saying,”Worthy
are you to take the scroll and to open its seals, for you were
slain, and by your blood you ransomed people for God from
every tribe and language and people and nation,10 and you
have made them a kingdom and priests to our God, and they
shall reign on the earth.”
