
PRAYER GUIDE: WEEK 3
NOVEMBER 17-23, 2024

SUNDAY
As we seek the Lord for renewed zeal for local evangelism and 
global missions, please meditate upon Romans 10:14-15. 

•	Romans 10:14-15: How then will they call on him in whom 
they have not believed? And how are they to believe in him of 
whom they have never heard? And how are they to hear with-
out someone preaching? 15 And how are they to preach unless 
they are sent? As it is written, “How beautiful are the feet of 
those who preach the good news!”

MONDAY
Pray for our hearts to be purged of any fear of man that prevents 
us from sharing the gospel locally and going on mission trips over-
seas.   

•	Matthew 5:10-11: “Blessed are those who are persecuted for 
righteousness’ sake, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven.” 11 
“Blessed are you when others revile you and persecute you and 
utter all kinds of evil against you falsely on my account.”

TUESDAY
Pray for the Lord’s will to become a reality: a community center for 
large scale compassion ministries to underprivileged people who 
live along the 80-20 corridor coming out of east Dallas. The most 
pressing need is a location. 

We invite you to spend the month of November praying daily for 
the hearts of our members to be filled with fresh passion for local
evangelism and global missions. We encourage you to meditate 
and pray through the following daily verses and prayer requests.

WEDNESDAY
Pray for the people of Guatemala and our partners serving in the 
area, Volunteer Baptists International. Pray for their team of inter-
preters, mobilizers and pastors whom are the hands and feet of 
Jesus in that area. 

THURSDAY
Pray for our partners serving in SE Africa, Jack and Amber and 
their children. They have served among their Unreached People 
Groups for twelve years and lead a team of workers. Pray for their 
church plants, wisdom, more people to join their team, soft hearts 
among the people they are evangelizing, and friendships.

FRIDAY
In order to do even more for the spread of the gospel than is 
funded through our budget, we are collecting a special missions 
offering, over and above our tithes, on Sunday, Dec 8. 100% of the 
Greatest Gift To Jesus Missions Offering will be used for missions.

Pray for the members of our church to seek the Lord’s will regard-
ing our personal participation in the offering. 

SATURDAY
Pray for those in our church family who either have surrendered to 
a call from God to become missionaries and pastors; or are  
wrestling with whether or not they are called.
