Ministry to Students

At FSM, we've created a large group environment that is relevant for
students in the 7th-12th grade. This is a fun time to connect, worship, and
be equipped to follow Jesus!

We go a couple steps further and do two things we believe are vitally

important for students: we pay attention to what'’s going on in their life,

and we care about them. This happens in our small group environment.

Every week, students will get together with their small group to spend
time in a more intimate setting, talking, processing, and praying about
what’s going on in each student’s life and talking about how to apply the
word of God in their life.

FSM - FSM is the weekly large group and small group gathering for
7th-12t grade students. We meet Sunday’s from 4:30pm to 6:45pm at

Fellowship. Here you will find an action packed gathering where you are
sure to have fun and be encouraged from the word of God in a comforta-
ble setting of your peers. Doors open at 4pm for students who want to
come early to play games and fellowship with one another.

designed to help students relationally, intentionally, and missionally fol-
low Jesus.
