THE OMNI GOD
PSALM 139
6/16/24

I. GOD IS OMNISCIENT (v.1-6)
A. Omniscience – God knows everything about everything
· God’s knowledge of us is perfect knowledge
· Even distance cannot hinder God’s knowledge of us
B. God’s knowledge is relational knowledge
· Every good and bad thing about us
· He knows us better than we know ourselves
C. God’s knowledge is “too wonderful for us”
· We cannot comprehend God’s infinite knowledge as finite created beings
D. God’s knowledge is protective (v.5)
· God’s hand signifies His divine blessing and protection

II. GOD IS OMNIPRESENT (v.7-12)
A. Omnipresence – God is everywhere
· BUT…God is not IN everything = Pantheism
B. God’s presence is not limited to one place
· We don’t have to pilgrimage to connect with God
C. God’s presence is protective
· His hand is to guide and protect us in this life
· God’s presence is a reminder of His power and protection

III. GOD IS OMNIPOTENT (v.3-18)
A. Omnipotence – God is all powerful 
B. God’s power is displayed in creating us
· He is intimately involved in our creation
C. God’s power is to give purpose to our lives

IV. PRAYING THE PSALM (v.23-24)
A. God sees and knows everything about us and He still loves us 
B. David invites God to expose sin in his life
C. How do we do this?
· Examine yourself frequently
· Examine yourself in Scripture
· Ask God to help lead you

5. How do God’s other attributes like love and grace help us better understand His omnipresence and omniscience?

6. Read v.23-24 as a group. Why is it difficult for us to pray this prayer with David? How do we overcome this?

7. Why is David’s prayer in v.23-24 an important one for us to pray?

8. What is one application from the message this week that you can take with you and live out this week?

· Thank God that He knows everything about you (Omniscient)
· Thank God that He is always with you (Omnipresent)
· Thank God that He is powerful to give you purpose and to save you (Omnipresent)
· Thank God that in His knowledge and presence He also protects us!
· Thank God that He knows every flaw about us and still loves us
· Pray that God would search your life and expose areas out of alignment
· Pray that God would lead you in the way everlasting
