PASTORAL CARE 

• Provide pastoral care, and support to College Aged Students. 
 

TEACHING 
• Serve as the primary teaching pastor for midweek Young Adult Ministry. 
• Be willing to be a regular contributor to the weekly programming in Flatirons College.  

 
LEAD BY IMPACT  

• Build a team of volunteers to invest in the lives of young adults. 
• Train leaders in how to care for and invest in young adults.  
• Oversee a team of volunteers and develop model leaders within the ministry. 
• Develop a recruiting process that is sustainable and trainable.

• Create a compelling annual calendar of events and activities that is congruent with the 

direction of the overall church and moves young adults towards relationship and maturity in
