What are the characteristics of the church and community?

Asbury is located in downtown Annapolis, in the heart of both the business and
government area. The immediate community was an historic African American
community but development and gentrification have changed the area significantly in
the past several decades. A pressing need for the congregation’s ministry moving
forward is to honor the rich legacy of the past while also connecting with the community
as it exists today (immediate neighborhood and across the city).

The Asbury congregation is an historic African American congregation which seeded a
number of other congregations in the county, following the migration of its members
out of the city. Asbury’s laity include many dedicated and gifted persons. The
congregation has experienced decline in numbers in recent years, due in part to COVID,
as well as an aging congregation and their changing community.
