C Yes, I know and believe that I am a sinner and that God has mercy on 
sinners for Christ’s sake. 
 

P Who is Christ and what has He done for you that you trust in Him? 

 

C Christ is the only begotten Son of God, who came down from heaven, was 
born of the Virgin Mary, and is my Savior and the Savior of the entire 
world. He died on the cross and shed His blood for me, and for all, for the 
forgiveness of sins. 
 

P Do you believe that the true body and blood of Jesus are in, with and under the 
bread and wine of the sacrament and that He is present there to bless and forgive 
you? 

 

C Yes. I believe what Jesus said: “Take, eat, this is my body which is given for 
you.” And “Drink of it, all of you, this cup is the new testament in my blood 
which is shed for you for the forgiveness of sins.”
