""When Christ appeared as a high priest of the good things that have come, then
through the greater and more perfect tent (not made with hands, that is, not of this
creation) '“he entered once for all into the holy places, not by means of the blood of
goats and calves but by means of his own blood, thus securing an eternal redemption.
BFor if the sprinkling of defiled persons with the blood of goats and bulls and with the
ashes of a heifer sanctifies for the purification of the flesh, *how much more will the
blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without blemish to God,
purify our conscience from dead works to serve the living God.

BTherefore he is the mediator of a new covenant, so that those who are called may
receive the promised eternal inheritance, since a death has occurred that redeems them
from the transgressions committed under the first covenant. 'SFor where a will is
involved, the death of the one who made it must be established. !"For a will takes effect
only at death, since it is not in force as long as the one who made it is alive. '®Therefore
not even the first covenant was inaugurated without blood. "For when every
commandment of the law had been declared by Moses to all the people, he took the
blood of calves and goats, with water and scarlet wool and hyssop, and sprinkled both
the book itself and all the people, *’saying, “This is the blood of the covenant that God
commanded for you.” 2! And in the same way he sprinkled with the blood both the tent
and all the vessels used in worship. *’Indeed, under the law almost everything is
purified with blood, and without the shedding of blood there is no forgiveness of sins.

+++ Stripping of the Altar +++
(The altar will only be stripped at the 7PM service)

The depth of Christ's servanthood is demonstrated as the altar is reverently stripped
in preparation for the Church's observance of Jesus' death on Good Friday. On
Maundy Thursday, the Church begins the journey through the three days of Christ's
Passover from death to life and from captivity to freedom. Because these three days
(Maundy Thursday, Good Friday, Holy Saturday -The Triduum) are seen as one
service in three parts, no Benediction is spoken at the conclusion of the service.

The congregation remains seated until the conclusion of the psalm.
Psalm 22

My God, my God, why have you forsaken me?
Why are you so far from saving me, from the words of my groaning?
O my God, I cry by day, but you do not answer, and by night, but I find no rest.
Yet you are holy, enthroned on the praises of Israel.
In you our fathers trusted,

they trusted, and you delivered them.
To you they cried and were rescued;

in you they trusted and were not put to shame.

But I am a worm and not a man, scorned by mankind and despised by the people.
All who see me mock me; they make mouths at me;
they wag their heads;
“He trusts in the LORD; let him deliver him;
let him rescue him, for he delights in him!”

Yet you are he who took me from the womb,
you made me trust you at my mother's breasts.
On you was I cast from my birth,
and from my mother's womb you have been my God.
Be not far from me, for trouble is near, and there is none to help.

The Grave

How do you honor someone when they die? Funerals with flowers and donations of gifts to
memorials in their honor are some of the ways people honor the dead today. Some will visit graves
to pay their respects to their lost loved ones.

When Jesus died, there was no time for a funeral. His arrest, trials, and execution happened in less
than 24hours. But after Jesus died, it was Friday afternoon and the hour was late. The Sabbath
would start at Sundown and all work would have to cease. Any preparation for burial would have
to be rushed. The faithful women who stayed with Jesus until the end, got to work preparing his
body for burial, (which was their way of honoring their deceased loved one.) But more needed to
be done and it would have to wait until Sunday morning. So, they would plan to return to finish the
job. But what about a grave? Where would they lay Jesus to rest? Executed criminals were typically
thrown in mass graves. Judas, the treasurer of Jesus and the disciples had hanged himself. Where
would they find the money?

Surprisingly, a generous gift was given by a member of the Sanhedrin —the same organization of
which, some other members had orchestrated Jesus’ death! Joseph of Arimathea donated his grave
to honor the crucified Lord.
