Obituary of Norm Roffey

Norman Richard Roffey, 94, died on January 4, 2026, at the hos-
pice care center in Palm Harbor, Florida.

Norman was born on July 4, 1931, in Toronto, Ontario, Canada,
to Theodore and Ella Roffey. He attended Plains Road Elemen-
tary School and later East York Collegiate. After graduating
from East York Collegiate with honors, he went on to Ryerson
University (Polytechnical University) in Toronto, Ontario, Cana-
da, where he graduated in 1952 with a degree in Electrical Engi-
neering. During the summer breaks from college Norm worked
laying track and packing ties on the Canadian Railroad. This led
to his love of model railroad trains.

Upon graduation, he was hired by General Electric in Canada as
a microwave engineer, where he installed and performed trouble-
shooting on microwave towers for the United States Air Force
and the Canadian Air Force early warning systems.

In 1958, he joined Honeywell Canada and worked on the CF-100
interceptor Air Defense Command. He later worked on the CF-
105 Avro aircraft. In 1959, Norman transferred to Honeywell
U.S. and worked on the Avro Arrow. As a field engineer, he was
stationed in Oxnard, California, where he provided technical ser-
vices on the F-104 aircraft. He transferred to Honeywell Germa-
ny in 1960.

After returning to the United States in 1961, he continued sup-
porting field engineering efforts for the Royal Canadian Air
Force, United States Air Force, and United States Navy on air-
craft automatic flight controls, Polaris and Poseidon inertial
guidance systems, and Alert digital computer systems.

In 1972, he transferred to production engineering, where he held
several positions combining both build and test disciplines. His
production engineering experience encompassed a wide range of
programs, including Space Shuttle flight controls, main engine
controls, Veltri, MMIII programs, and Space Station systems.

In 1982, he was assigned to Advanced Manufacturing Technol-
ogy, where he was responsible for promoting vapor phase re-
flow soldering processes. From 1982 to 1995, he served as
chairman of the vapor phase reflow soldering process team and
was a guest speaker at numerous electrical engineering tech-
nical conferences.

In 1996, Norman retired after 42 years of service at Honeywell.
Norm served as elder and Clerk of the Session at Highland
Presbyterian Church during the 1980°s and taught high school
Sunday school for over 11 years. In 2006 Norm joined North-
wood Presbyterian Church. He was elected as an elder for the
class of 2015 where he was chairman of the Mission and Out-
reach Committee.

In June of 2006 Pastor Chris Curvin performed the marriage
ceremony for Norm and Cookie.

One of Norman’s most loved hobbies was acrylic painting.
Their countryside home is decorated with numerous examples
of his artistic talent. His other hobbies included golfing, snow
skiing, photography and opera.

Norman also practiced philanthropy through generous support
of numerous charities. He and Cookie rescued and cared for
many cats and dogs over the years as he loved animals.

He is survived by his wife, Cookie Roffey; his children from
his previous marriage to Diane Greer: Sheryl Barbour (Marc)
of Woodinville, Washington, and Brian Roffey of Sugarland,
Texas.
