Grounded in Grace: Helping Kids Build Their Identity in 
Christ  by Jonathan Dl.

Children and teens face a tremendous amount of pressure 
from their peers and culture to find their identity in their 
activities, feelings, or performance. This modern way 
of looking at identity can be challenging to navigate for 
parents who grew up with a traditional view of identity 
rooted in predetermined roles. What if they could 
help their children and teenagers find their identity in 
something that never went away and never changed 
based on their ability or performance--an identity 
grounded in God’s grace?  Jonathan Holmes explores 
the five core areas of identity struggles most common to 
teens: sports, academics, moralism, sexual orientation, 
and gender confusion. He provides parents with a biblical 
foundation to work from and practical tools to help their 
teen find their identity based on who God says they are.
