LAND SALE FOR WASHINGTON COUNTY ROAD PROJECT 
As part of a Washington County transportation improvement project, the County is seeking to 
purchase approximately 8 acres of Rockpoint’s property in order to build a new frontage road along 
Highway 36. The initial offer for the purchase was $54,000, but through negotiation the total 
purchase price increased to $129,000 by including Outlet B in the agreement. Outlet B is land that is 
already unusable as a conservation easement, making it a practical addition to the proposal while 
increasing the value of the sale. 

As a public infrastructure project, Washington County has the ability to acquire the necessary land 
through eminent domain if a voluntary agreement is not reached. Approving this sale is the most 
favorable path forward, allowing Rockpoint to finalize terms and compensation through negotiation 
rather than through court proceedings.
