Throughout our studies in Luke, we took a closer look at the prophecy of Jesus’ ministry in Isaiah 61:1-2 and 

how Jesus had fulfilled that prophecy with the works that He did through ministering to the outcasts. We also 

studied the meaning of Discipleship, researching the qualities of what a disciple is and what it means today for 

us as we continue to carry out Jesus’ ministry.
