Psalm 34:19- many are the afflictions of the righteous, and from all of 
them he will rescue them. 

1 Peter 1:6- though it is necessary for a little while to suffer many 
kinds of trials. 

Psalm 34:22- the Lord will redeem the lives of his servants. 1 Peter 1:18- not with perishable things- silver or gold- you have 
been redeemed.
