Ashamed VS Shamed
(self-embarrassment) (Social Tactic)
Misplaced Confidence Publicly Humiliated
Intellectual Arrogance Scapegoated
Compromised Profiled
Withdrawn/quiet Ostracized/Isolated
Masked Identity Patronized
Attacks self/others Mocked
