As you may know, serving on a short-term mission team can give you a bigger glimpse of God’s work in 
peoples’ lives around the world.  We are grateful for the privilege of offering trips through our church.  If 
you are considering an upcoming 2PC trip, campus ministry trip, or CO Memphis CCP, we want to help.   

The 2PC World Missions Team (WMT) would like to encourage by offering a scholarship opportunity for a 
short-term mission’s experience.  To be considered for this scholarship, you must be enrolled in college 
full-time (undergrad or graduate), be a member of or child of members at 2PC (or have attended a CO 
Summer Project), and complete the attached application.  Your application will be reviewed by World 
Missions Team members (anonymously) and winners will be chosen and announced at the upcoming 
World Missions Conference.  

The winners will receive financial support funds for a short-term mission trip to be taken before the end of 
the year after the Missions Conference where the winners are announced, or it is forfeited.  The trip must 
be approved as a qualifying missions trip by the WMT.  Prizes toward a trip will be awarded as follows:  
First Place $2000; Second Place $1000; Third Place $500.   The announcement of the winners will be 
made on Sunday night, March 1st, of the World Missions Conference. (No former winners will be 
eligible.  Late entries will not be considered, no exceptions.)
