THE OLD TESTAMENT Jeremiah 23:23-29
Am I a God near by, says the Lord, and not a God far off ? Who can hide in secret places so that I 
cannot see them? says the Lord. Do I not fill heaven and earth? says the Lord. I have heard what the 
prophets have said who prophesy lies in my name, saying, "I have dreamed, I have dreamed!" How long?

THE EPISTLE Hebrews 11:29—12:2
By faith the people passed through the Red Sea as if it were dry land, but when the Egyptians attempted 
to do so they were drowned. By faith the walls of Jericho fell after they had been encircled for seven 
days. By faith Rahab the prostitute did not perish with those who were disobedient, because she had 
received the spies in peace. And what more should I say? For time would fail me to tell of Gideon, Barak, 
Samson, Jephthah, of David and Samuel and the prophets-- who through faith conquered kingdoms, 
administered justice, obtained promises, shut the mouths of lions, quenched raging fire, escaped the 
edge of the sword, won strength out of weakness, became mighty in war, put foreign armies to flight. 
Women received their dead by resurrection. Others were tortured, refusing to accept release, in order to 
obtain a better resurrection. Others suffered mocking and flogging, and even chains and imprisonment. 
They were stoned to death, they were sawn in two, they were killed by the sword; they went about in 
skins of sheep and goats, destitute, persecuted, tormented-- of whom the world was not worthy. They 
wandered in deserts and mountains, and in caves and holes in the ground. Yet all these, though they 
were commended for their faith, did not receive what was promised, since God had provided something 
better so that they would not, apart from us, be made perfect. Therefore, since we are surrounded by 
so great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside every weight and the sin that clings so closely, and let 
us run with perseverance the race that is set before us, looking to Jesus the pioneer and perfecter of our 
faith, who for the sake of the joy that was set before him endured the cross, disregarding its shame, and 
has taken his seat at the right hand of the throne of God.

Deacon XThe Holy Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ according to St. Luke.

THE NICENE CREED
We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all that is, seen and unseen.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only Son of God, eternally begotten of the Father, God from God, 
Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, of one Being with the Father. Through 
him all things were made. For us and for our salvation he came down from heaven: by the power of the 
Holy Spirit he became incarnate from the Virgin Mary, and was made man. For our sake he was crucified 
under Pontius Pilate; he suffered death and was buried. On the third day he rose again in accordance with 
the Scriptures; he ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again in 
glory to judge the living and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son. With 
the Father and the Son he is worshiped and glorified. He has spoken through the Prophets. We believe in 
one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look 
for the resurrection of the dead, X and the life of the world to come. Amen.

The Celebrant adds a concluding Collect.

THE CONFESSION & ABSOLUTION
The Deacon bids the Confession, after which all kneel.

Most merciful God, we confess that we have sinned against you in thought, word, and deed, by what we 
have done, and by what we have left undone. We have not loved you with our whole heart; we have not 
loved our neighbors as ourselves. We are truly sorry and we humbly repent. For the sake of your Son Jesus 
Christ, have mercy on us and forgive us; that we may delight in your will, and walk in your ways, to the 
glory of your Name. Amen.

The Celebrant stands and gives the Absolution, after which all stand.

THE PEACE
Celebrant The peace of the Lord be always with you.
People  And with your spirit.

All greet one another in the peace of Christ.

Holy and gracious Father: In your infinite love you made us for yourself, and, when we had fallen into sin 
and become subject to evil and death, you, in your mercy, sent Jesus Christ, your only and eternal Son, to 
share our human nature, to live and die as one of us, to reconcile us to you, the God and Father of all. He 
stretched out his arms upon the cross, and offered himself, in obedience to your will, a perfect sacrifice for 
the whole world.

On the night he was handed over to suffering and death, our Lord Jesus Christ took bread; and when he 
had given thanks to you, he broke it, and gave it to his disciples, and said, "Take, eat: This is my Body, which 
is given for you. Do this for the remembrance of me."

After supper he took the cup of wine; and when he had given thanks, he gave it to them, and said, "Drink 
this, all of you: This is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed for you and for many for the forgiveness 
of sins. Whenever you drink it, do this for the remembrance of me."

Therefore we proclaim the mystery of faith:

We celebrate the memorial of our redemption, O Father, in this sacrifice of praise and thanksgiving. 
Recalling his death, resurrection, and ascension, we offer you these gifts.

Sanctify them by your Holy Spirit to be for your people the Body and Blood of your Son, the holy food 
and drink of new and unending life in him. XSanctify us also that we may faithfully receive this holy 
Sacrament, and serve you in unity, constancy, and peace; and at the last day bring us with all your saints 
into the joy of your eternal kingdom.
All this we ask through your Son Jesus Christ: By him, and with him, and in him, in the unity of the Holy 
Spirit all honor and glory is yours, Almighty Father, now and for ever. AMEN.

THE COMMUNION DEVOTIONS

Instructions for Holy Communion
All Christians who have been baptized with water in the Name of the Father, the Son and the Holy Spirit, who 
come forward in faith and are permitted to receive Holy Communion in their own church, are warmly invited 
to do so on this occasion.

Communion is received in the following way: a priest places the Bread in the palm of your hand, which you 
then consume. To receive the Wine, hold the base of the chalice and guide it to your lips. The practice of dipping 
the Bread into the Wine is not permitted. If you do not wish to receive one or both Elements, simply cross your 
arms over your chest.

Gluten-free Bread and Wine from a dedicated gluten-free chalice are available for those with a medical need; 
just notify a priest when you kneel at the altar rail. If one is not able (e.g. because of a medical condition), or 
prefers not to receive either the Bread or the Wine, the Church has always taught that a person still receives all 
the benefits of Holy Communion when receiving in one kind. Please feel free to consult with a member of the 
clergy if you have more questions.
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THE POST-COMMUNION PRAYER

Eternal God, heavenly Father, you have graciously accepted us as living members of your Son our Savior 
Jesus Christ, and you have fed us with spiritual food in the Sacrament of his Body and Blood. Send us 
now into the world in peace, and grant us strength and courage to love and serve you with gladness and 
singleness of heart; through Christ our Lord. Amen.

THE BLESSING
