The Passover is the overpass to a life in Christ. 

Now as they were eating, Jesus took bread, and after blessing it broke it and gave it to the disciples, and said, “Take, eat; this is my body.” 				Matthew 26:26

And he took a cup, and when he had given thanks 
he gave it to them, saying, “Drink of it, all of you, for this is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many for the forgiveness of sins. I tell you I will not drink again of this fruit of the vine until that day when I drink it new with you in my Father’s kingdom.” 			Matthew 26:26–29

Life without Jesus is a life of stumbling in spiritual darkness.

And when they had sung a hymn, they went out to the Mount of Olives. Then Jesus said to them, “You will all fall away because of me this night. For it is written, ‘I will strike the shepherd, and the sheep of the flock will be scattered.’ But after I am raised up, I will go before you to Galilee.” 						Matthew 26:30–32

Strike the shepherd, and the sheep will be scattered …						Zechariah 13:7b

How dark does it have to get in your life before you question God’s goodness and love?

Peter answered him, “Though they all fall away because of you, I will never fall away.” Jesus said to him, “Truly, I tell you, this very night, before the rooster crows, you will deny me three times.” Peter said to him, “Even if I must die with you, I will not deny you!” And all the disciples said the same. 							Matthew 26:33-35

Then Jesus went with them to a place called Gethsemane, and he said to his disciples, “Sit here, while I go over there and pray.” And taking with him Peter and the two sons of Zebedee, he began to be sorrowful and troubled. Then he said to them, “My soul is very sorrowful, even to death; remain here, and watch with me.” And going a little farther he fell on his face and prayed, saying, “My Father, if it be possible, let this cup pass from me; nevertheless, not as I will, but as you will.” 						Matthew 26:36-39

Jesus shows His humanity.

Jesus demonstrates His commitment to the Father’s will.

Pray then like this: “Our Father in heaven, hallowed be your name. Your kingdom come, your will be done, on earth as it is in heaven. 				Matthew 6:9–10

He was committed to His Father’s will. Two more times He returns to pray to His Father in His humanity and His commitment is to the will of Father.

Again, for the second time, he went away and prayed, “My Father, if this cannot pass unless I drink it, your will be done.” And again he came and found them sleeping, for their eyes were heavy. 				Matthew 26:42-43

So, leaving them again, he went away and prayed for the third time, saying the same words again. Then he came to the disciples and said to them, “Sleep and take your rest later on. See, the hour is at hand, and the Son of Man is betrayed into the hands of sinners. Rise, let us be going; see, my betrayer is at hand.”					Matthew 26:44–46

Are you able to commit to God’s will at the cost of your own will when the two are opposed?

Do you want God’s will more than your own will?

Do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the renewal of your mind, that by testing you may discern what is the will of God, what is good and acceptable and perfect.						Romans 12:2

Look carefully then how you walk, not as unwise but as wise, making the best use of the time, because the days are evil. Therefore do not be foolish, but understand what the will of the Lord is. 					Ephesians 5:15–17

Time with Jesus strengthens our commitment to the will of the Father.

The phrase "Will of God" appears over 60 times in the New Testament alone, with the Greek word "θέλημα" (thelema) being used frequently to represent God's desire or plan, indicating a significant presence of this concept throughout the Bible.

It is God’s will that we are saved.

This is good, and it is pleasing in the sight of God our Savior, who desires all people to be saved and to come to the knowledge of the truth.		1 Timothy 2:3–4

The Lord is not slow to fulfill his promise as some count slowness, but is patient toward you, not wishing that any should perish, but that all should reach repentance.								2 Peter 3:9

For I have come down from heaven, not to do my own will but the will of him who sent me. And this is the will of him who sent me, that I should lose nothing of all that he has given me, but raise it up on the last day. For this is the will of my Father, that everyone who looks on the Son and believes in him should have eternal life, and I will raise him up on the last day.”						John 6:38–40

It is God’s will that we are Spirit-filled.

Therefore do not be foolish, but understand what the will of the Lord is. And do not get drunk with wine, for that is debauchery, but be filled with the Spirit,		Ephesians 5:17–18

It is God’s will that we are sanctified.

For this is the will of God, your sanctification: that you abstain from sexual immorality; … For God has not called us for impurity, but in holiness.		1 Thessalonians 4:3,7

It is God’s will that we are submissive.

Be subject for the Lord’s sake to every human institution, whether it be to the emperor as supreme, or to governors as sent by him to punish those who do evil and to praise those who do good. For this is the will of God, that by doing good you should put to silence the ignorance of foolish people.						1 Peter 2:13–15

It is God’s will that we live with gratitude.

Rejoice always, pray without ceasing, give thanks in all circumstances; for this is the will of God in Christ Jesus for you.					1 Thessalonians 5:16–18

We cannot do what Jesus did if we do not do what Jesus did.

Jesus asks Peter, James and John to take on a posture of prayerful support for Jesus as he suffered and agonized over what was to come and they could not do it. Jesus points out a truth for every believer …

The Spirit is willing, but the flesh is weak.

And he came to the disciples and found them sleeping. And he said to Peter, “So, could you not watch with me one hour? Watch and pray that you may not enter into temptation. The spirit indeed is willing, but the flesh is weak.” 								Matthew 26:40-41

You can have the want to and no can do until you prepare to.

But I discipline my body (buffet, harden, land punches, strike a blow, subdue), and keep it under control, (train it, enslave it, bring it into bondage, submission) lest after preaching to others I myself should be disqualified.	1 Corinthians 9:27
