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Margin is the freedom to say “yes” to what matters the most.

Without margin, we are stressed, anxious, burnt out, disconnected from others, and, ultimately, from God.

Creating margin is a choice.

Freedom to say yes to what matters most starts with saying yes to God.

Debt, Materialism, Lack of Plan, and “not enough money” rob us of our financial margin.

When we are financially struggling, it affects every area of our lives —our mental health, relationships, physical well-being, sleep, self-esteem, and even our sense of hope

Financial freedom comes when we manage our resources in a way that honors God's principles.
