There is a point of no return! 

The Son of Man – God in the flesh – Jesus (Messiah)

The Holy Spirit – Equal with the Father and the Son of God. Present in the world to make everyone aware of their need for Jesus Christ. Lives in every Christian from the moment of salvation. Provides the Christian with power for holy living, understanding of spiritual truth, and guidance in doing what is right. Gives spiritual gifts to all believers. As Christians, we seek to live under His control daily.

The unforgiveable sin = Blasphemy against the Holy Spirit.

Blasphēmia - the act or offense of speaking sacrilegiously about God or sacred things, synonymous with irreverence and disrespect of God.

Unforgivable because “that type of slander reveals a hardened heart that has ultimately and finally rejected the convicting work of the Holy Spirit, work which should lead to repentance.” 

Have I committed it?
