In Colossians, Paul emphasizes those in the early church who were 
faithful to God and people (Col 4:7-18). In Mark 10 we see Jesus as the 
ultimate servant. His faithfulness to the Father and to humanity represents 
a challenge and encouragement for us. Because of Christ’s love and 
faithfulness, we can move in intentionality to be a servant of The Servant. 
Pray for our body, that we may surrender what may prevent these steps in 
service, so we may be the encouragement and support for our brothers 
and sisters in the faith. 

 Prayer Points  

1. For Humility,  that we would embrace self-perspective that mirrors 
the heart of Christ. (Mark 10:42-45; Philippians 2:16; Mark 9:35)   

2. For Clarity and Direction,  that we would express the uniqueness of 
gifts and abilities to serve our communities. (1 Peter 4:10; Hebrews 
13:16; Romans 15:1) 

3. For Courage and a Willingness to Act,  for willingness and boldness, 
and sensitivity in the moment to move. (1 John 3:18; Galatians 5:13; 
Romans 12:1; Philippians 2:16)   

4. For the Impulse To Pray,  we would act within a “Pray Now” culture to 
embrace the opportunities that are present in the moment to create 
rhythms of praying without ceasing. (1 Thessalonians 5:17; Philippians
