(I’m So Glad I’m A Part Of The Family Of God!) 
 

1 Timothy 5:1-2, NKJV 
 
 

5 Do not rebuke an older man, but exhort him as a father, younger men as brothers, 2 older women as 
mothers, younger women as sisters, with all purity.  
 
 
16 Then he came to Derbe and Lystra. And behold, a certain disciple was there, named Timothy, the son 
of a certain Jewish woman who believed, but his father was Greek.   Acts 16:1, NKJV

Five Ways Older Women Can Influence Younger Women In The Family Of God! 
 

• Available And Flexible! 

• Spiritual Availability means adjusting our priorities, agenda, and plans to fit God’s priorities. 

• Spiritual Flexibility is the characteristic of being able to bend and adjust ourselves to God’s  
activity. 

• 8 Also I heard the voice of the Lord, saying: “Whom shall I send, And who will go for Us?” Then 
I said, “Here am I! Send me.” Isaiah 6:8, NKJV

• Growing In Spiritual Maturity! 

• Spiritual Maturity is an ongoing, daily relationship with the Lord Jesus Christ. 

• Spiritual Maturity is achieved through wallowing in God’s Word before you walk in your world! 

• Spiritual Maturity is achieved through getting at God’s feet before you get on your feet! 

• Spiritual Maturity is an awareness that you are part of a greater spiritual family.

• Respectful To Church Leadership! 

• Respecting Church Leadership means to honor in love, support, and prayers those who are 
leading you. 

• It means to trust their guidance, instruction, decision-making, unless it clearly goes against 
God’s Word. 

 
11 And He Himself gave some to be apostles, some prophets, some evangelists, and some pastors and 
teachers, 12 for the equipping of the saints for the work of ministry, for the edifying of the body of 
Christ, 13 till we all come to the unity of the faith and of the knowledge of the Son of God, to a perfect 
man, to the measure of the stature of the fullness of Christ; 14 that we should no longer be children, 
tossed to and fro and carried about with every wind of doctrine, by the trickery of men, in the cunning

• Christian Contentment has been defined as that sweet, inward, quiet, gracious frame of mind, 
which freely submits to and delights in God’s wise and Fatherly disposal in every situation. 

 
3 Trust in the Lord, and do good; Dwell in the land, and feed on His faithfulness. 4 Delight yourself also in 
the Lord, And He shall give you the desires of your heart.  5 Commit your way to the Lord, 
Trust also in Him, And He shall bring it to pass. 6 He shall bring forth your righteousness as the light, 
And your justice as the noonday. 7 Rest in the Lord, and wait patiently for Him; Do not fret because of 
him who prospers in his way, Because of the man who brings wicked schemes to pass. 8 Cease from    
anger, and forsake wrath; Do not fret—it only causes harm.   Psalm 37:3-8, NKJV
