For Reflection and Application:
Monday:

Thursday:
Read Colossians 1:18 and 1 Thessalonians 2:16-17. We found that Christ offers us comfort in our darkest hours. Can you think of an example where Christ comforted you in a distressing period of your life?

Friday:
Read Colossians 1:20. We found that Christ desires to reconcile and bring peace & harmony to the universe, including you. Have you reconciled with Christ by placing your faith in him for eternal life?
