For Reflection and Application:

Monday:
Read Job 1:1-2:13. Job’s suffering was unexplained. To what extent have you experienced
suffering that seems senseless? To what extent has this made it difficult to trust God?

Tuesday:
Read Job 38:1-41:34. In response to Job, God offers no explanation, no apology, no
sympathy, and no encouragement, but instead asks hard questions. How do you feel about
God’s approach? Is it loving?

Wednesday:
Read Job 3:3, 11; 10:8; 14:19-20; 40:8. Job had an attitude of entitlement. He seemed to

think that because he had done no wrong, then God must have done him wrong to allow
such suffering in his life. He thought he deserved better. To what extent have you had an
attitude of entitlement?

Thursday:
Read Job 1:8; 2:3. Job is described as an extraordinarily godly man. God describes him as

“my servant.” What does that tell you about who struggles with suffering?

Friday:
Read Job 40:3-5; 42:1-17. Job repents of his attitude of entitlement. What are the
characteristics of his repentance? How does God respond? What is the significance of God
describing Job as “my servant” both before and after Job’s struggles?
