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Sermon Notes




Ephesians 2:1 And you were dead in the trespasses and sins 2 in which you once walked, following the course of this world, following the prince of the power of the air, the spirit that is now at work in the sons of disobedience— 3 among whom we all once lived in the passions of our flesh, carrying out the desires of the body and the mind, and were by nature children of wrath, like the rest of mankind. 4 But God, being rich in mercy, because of the great love with which he loved us, 5 even when we were dead in our trespasses, made us alive together with Christ—by grace you have been saved— 6 and raised us up with him and seated us with him in the heavenly places in Christ Jesus, 7 so that in the coming ages he might show the immeasurable riches of his grace in kindness toward us in Christ Jesus. 8 For by grace you have been saved through faith. And this is not your own doing; it is the gift of God, 9 not a result of works, so that no one may boast. 10 For we are his workmanship, created in Christ Jesus for good works, which God prepared beforehand, that we should walk in them. ESV

















Romans 3:23-25 for all have sinned and fall short of the glory of God, 24 and are justified by his grace as a gift, through the redemption that is in Christ Jesus, 25 whom God put forward as a propitiation by his blood, to be received by faith. This was to show God’s righteousness, because in his divine forbearance he had passed over former sins. ESV




Big Idea:




For Reflection and Application:
Monday:
Read Ephesians 2:1-3. Paul paints a pretty grim picture of unredeemed humanity. Romans 3:23 (“All have sinned and fall short of the glory of God”) paints a similar picture. How do you think much of the world around you would react to this description? Does this description mean people cannot do kind things toward other people? What does it imply about their ability to do anything on their own about their salvation?

Tuesday:
Read Ephesians 2:4-5. What is the significance of the phrase “but God”? Can humanity do anything on its own to remedy the problem of Ephesians 2:1-3? What does the verse say about why God intervened? What does the reference to God’s love say about His character? How would you describe “grace”?

Wednesday:
Read Ephesians 2:5-7. After saying “even when we were dead in our trespasses,” Paul uses three verbs to describe what He has done for the saved. What are they? Do you find it difficult to see yourself as the object of those verbs? How can God show “the immeasurable riches of His grace” through us? How does that impact how we treat others? How does that impact you in how you live your life?

Thursday:
Read Ephesians 2:8-10. Paul says we are saved BY grace THROUGH faith, but does not specify the object of our faith in the verses. However, we can discern the object in the context. We are saved by grace through faith in who or what? The word “saved” is in the perfect tense, which normally pictures a completed action with results going on into the future. Here, it speaks of our security in Christ. In other words, when we are saved, we cannot lose it. How does that truth make you feel?

Friday:
Read Ephesians 2:10, Romans 12:6, and 1 Peter 4:10. Paul said we are “created for good works…that we should walk in them.” Paul and Peter connect our gifting with His grace. Have you considered that using your gifts manifests God’s grace?
