Saint of the Month 
Saint Josephine Bakhita is February’s Saint of the Month.  Bakhita was kidnapped 
and sold into slavery.  She was taken to Italy and was drawn to the Catholic 
Church.  When she was baptized and confirmed, she took the name Josephine.  
Saint Joshephine Bakhita was canonized in 2000 becoming the first female black 
Catholic Saint.
