1.​ Be Faithful in Small Responsibilities 

St. Joseph was trustworthy in the quiet, ordinary duties of daily life. As a student, 
this means taking schoolwork seriously, completing assignments on time, studying 
even when it’s hard, and being honest in everything you do.

Joseph protected Mary and Jesus with courage and gentleness. Students can imitate 
him by standing up for classmates, refusing to gossip, including those who feel left 
out, and treating teachers and parents with respect.
