Now therefore, if you will indeed obey my voice and keep my
covenant, you shall be my treasured possession among all peoples,
for all the earth is mine; (Exodus 19:5)

Now before faith came, we were held captive under the law,
imprisoned until the coming faith would be revealed. 24 So then, the
law was our guardian until Christ came, in order that we might be
Justified by faith. But now that faith has come, we are no longer
under a guardian, for in Christ Jesus you are all sons of God,
through faith. For as many of you as were baptized into Christ have
put on Christ. There is neither Jew nor Greek, there is neither
slave[a] nor free, there is no male and female, for you are all one in
Christ Jesus. And if you are Christ's, then you are Abraham's
offspring, heirs according to promise.

(Galatians 3:23-29)

Flowing out of our reading and interpretation, what action does this
passage or the Spirit’s leading, nudging us toward?

In what area of your life are you most tempted to be legalistic? Root out any remnant of legalism in
your heart by infusing God’s grace to that area—especially with the people impacted by those
biases in your heart.

Be brutally honest about your deeply-embedded prejudices. What does it look like to have those,
and to NOT act on them?

Think about a relationship in your life where there is unnecessary divisiveness where there could be
unity. What'’s a first step you could take toward experiencing “one-accord” with this person?

What does God want ME to do? What is the personal application and action step is the Holy Spirit is
calling you toward?
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
