6™. Preparing a thoughtful statement of faith can take many shapes, including preparing a written statement,
creating an art piece, writing a devotional, song, or piece of poetry to name a few examples. Confirmands are
encouraged to work with their teachers and fellow students to explore their faith and learn about the church
through this process of faith formation, exploration and development.

Confirmands should be prepared to attend a pre-session dinner on April 8" at 5:30pm in the Refectory at Kirk in the
Hills, where they will share a meal with the pastors and members of session. They should be prepared to discuss
their statements of faith in this setting. Following dinner, the confirmands will be expected to attend the 6:30
Session meeting in St. Andrews Hall where they should be prepared to discuss their statements of faith and
answer questions. This is when the Confirmands will be Affirmed by the Session to become members of the
church and is integral that they attend. Confirmands should plan on the dinner and meeting time commitment to
be 5:30-7pm.
