Be present at Church  
1) Be in church most every Sunday
2) Be in a LifeGroup most every Sunday/Wednesday
3) Be a part of Wednesday nights
4) Be faithfully serving somewhere
5) Be faithful in your giving
If mom & dad went to church:    72% of kids will as adults 
If mom only went to church:       15% of kids will as adults 
If dad only went to church:      55% of kids will as adults 
If neither mom nor dad:          6% of kids will as adults 
The Confession of Christ Vs 13-17
