GOSPEL READING Sharla BoydJohn 8:2-11 / Matthew 23:23
Early in the morning he came again to the temple. All the people came to him, and he sat

down and began to teach them. The scribes and the Pharisees brought a woman who had
been caught in adultery, and, making her stand before all of them, they said to him,
“Teacher, this woman was caught in the very act of committing adultery.  Now in the law
Moses commanded us to stone such women.
